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OFFICIAL STATEMENT FROM THE MINISTRY OF 
TOURISM 

 

Monday, January 15, 2024 

 

To the tourism industry and the general public, 

 

In keeping with our commitment to maintaining constant and transparent communication on the 
state of affairs, the Ministry of Tourism of Ecuador is pleased to provide the following report. 

The promulgation of Executive Decrees 110 and 111 by the national government has been an 
essential step in providing our armed forces and police with the legal framework they need to act 
decisively. These actions are being taken with a clear objective: to restore peace and security for 
the citizens of Ecuador and our visitors. An objective that we are achieving successfully, day by 
day. 

Since January 10, we have seen a drastic reduction in incidents throughout the national territory. 
Operations carried out by the public forces with the support of international allies have been 
effective, and it is clear that the support of the Ecuadorian people has contributed to thwarting 
the violent actions of criminal groups. 

Today, January 15, we are in the process of gradually returning to normal. The strictest security 
measures are being maintained in specific areas of the country, while in most of the territory, 
more flexible measures are in place. 

In the Amazon and the Galapagos Islands, tourism operations are proceeding without 
interruption. No violent incidents have been reported. Hotels, guides, and the general population 
are in a state of tranquillity, away from the disturbances. Cruise activity continues as usual, while 
air and maritime connectivity with the archipelago and the Amazon remains operational and 
regular, ensuring accessibility and mobility without disruptions. 

In the capital, Quito, hotels, tourism services, and various activities continue to operate. No 
interruption of any tourism service has been reported. 

 

Our airports, seaports, and roads are operational, with enhanced security measures in place to 
ensure the safety of all travelers. These essential infrastructure have continued to operate 
without interruption, with the exception of some temporary disruptions that have caused flight 
delays or cancellations, which are now operating normally. 
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The streets and roads of Ecuador remain open and accessible to traffic, respecting the curfew in 
force from 11pm to 5am. Security on these roads is guaranteed by controls carried out by the 
public forces at strategic points. This joint effort guarantees a safe and orderly environment for 
all, both during the day and during curfew hours. 

Despite the striking images broadcast by some media, Ecuador is working successfully to restore 
normalcy; and its communities dedicated to tourism are keeping their doors open to welcome 
visitors with the same cordiality and hospitality as always. 

The Ministry of Tourism invites our future visitors to maintain their travel plans to our country. 
Ecuador is and will continue to be a fascinating destination, full of cultural richness, natural 
beauty, and incomparable human warmth. We will continue to be, for a long time to come, this 
magical and captivating place that welcomes travelers from all over the world.
